An Update from Father Fitzgerald on the struc-

tural work at the front of the church é I am sure 

you could not help but notice that the large scaffold-

ing at the front of the church which goes up to the 
large round stained glass window now encompasses 

the front and side of the church bell tower.   The large 

round stained glass window pieces have been re-
moved for repair and replacement and the cracks in 

the tower are being evaluated for repair.  All of the 

estimates for the repairs have not been received but it 
is obvious that it will probably be in excess of 

$150,000.00.  As I previously noted, the parish does 

not have the funds to cover these expenses and will 
necessitate a significant funding campaign in the par-

ish.  We will be informing you of the details in the 

very near future.  Many people who visit St. 
Columbkilleôs comment about the beauty of our 

church.  However, very few understand the mainte-

nance requirements of such a building.  Please pray 
about this need as we get the more specific details for 

this project.
