Each parish 
will send the funds collected to the Archdiocese to be forwarded to Catho-
lic Relief Services. Archbishop Henning said, ‘through the intercession of 
Our Lady of Coromoto, Patroness of Venezuela, may God grant strength, 
comfort, healing, peace and hope to all during this difficult time.’”
